The diamond-shaped
note indicates what is the exact pitch to sound, and the sign "arm.5" shows the exact fret to produce the
harmonlc sound (natural or artificial), in this case the fifth. With a capo at first fret, you can match the Low
Voice key, and with a capo at third fret, you can match the High Voice key. The sign (L1) signifies that the
phalanx closest to the index finger of the left hand is pressing the indicated note, leaving the rest of the
finger raised.
